ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY 

Midview School District provides Internet Services to educators. In exchange for participation in Midview School District Internet Services, you agree to the following: 

1. The use of Midview School District Internet Services is a privilege which may be revoked by the administration of the system at any time for abusive conduct. Such conduct would include, but not be limited to, the placing of unlawful information in the system and the use of obscene, abusive or otherwise objectionable public or private (upon registration of complain) messages. 

2. Midview School District, its operators and the institutions with which they are affiliated, are not responsible for the content or language of any information you may obtain through the Internet and you release Midview School District, its operators and affiliated institutions from any and all claims of any nature from your use, or inability to use, the Internet. 

3. You release Midview School District, its operators and affiliated institutions from any and all claims of any nature from your use, or inability to use, Midview School District School District. 

GUIDELINES 

1. The account belongs to the person (or class) to whom it is issued and only that person (or class) is authorized to use it. 

2. In order to ensure smooth system operation, the System Administrator has the authority to monitor all accounts. Every effort will be made to maintain privacy and security in this process. 

3. Your account associates you with Midview School District. Accounts should not be used in a way that would reflect badly on the service or the Midview School District educators or students. 

PROHIBITIONS 

The following practices are NOT acceptable: 

1. giving out your password; 

2. sharing your account; 

3. using someone else's account; 

4. using your account to harass someone; 

5. using your account for commercial purposes; 

6. seeking unauthorized access to any resource. 

CONSEQUENCE 

Violating any of the guidelines or prohibitions listed previously can result in:

· losing your account, 

disciplinary or legal action including, but not limited to, criminal prosecution under appropriate state and federal laws.
