RE:  Basketball Night Protocol for Sectional/District Games
In accordance with rules set forth by both Midview High School and the OHSAA, here is a list of items for which you will need to know upon your arrival at Midview High School:
· We will have a trainer on duty, Matt Yonkof, for all events during the evening.  Remember, he is here to assist on game injuries.  He is not here to rehab or tape your players.  In an emergency, he can tape a player, but please provide your own tape.
· The Home bench is located at the stage end of the gymnasium.  The Visitor Bench will be closes to the endzone bleachers.
· Please instruct your student sections to sit on the south side of the gym (at the stage end) where the student sections are marked.  Cheerleaders will be placed at the stage end on your side of the gymnasium (Home side is the bench side, Visitors is across from the benches)
· Each school’s administrators should be responsible for their students.  County Sheriff Deputies will be also be on duty to assist with security.  It is not the responsibility of the Tournament Management to administer your school’s students.

· There is NO SHOOTING on the court during half-time of other games.
· If your team is the first game of the evening, you may shoot around on the floor if your team is supervised at all times and the floor is ready for play.  That means a coach must be on the bench supervising his team and our custodial staff has properly cleaned the floor.  The floor should be available approximately 45 minutes before the start of the first game of the evening.  

· Time between games is 20 minutes, with the clock starting as soon as the first team enters the floor for warm-ups.
· Listed below is the time starting protocol for the first game of each evening.
