GOLF CONTINUES TO BATTLE FOR 4™ wWSC CROWN

Golf — The Golf team competed in three WSC matches last week and ended up 3-2 on the week in the WSC,
dropping close decisions to front running Bay and second place Firelands. The Middies received outstanding play
from senior Louis Elbert, who continues to lead the WSC in scoring average. Midview also saw seniors Travis
Gregory and Kyle Lewis turn in solid performances, along with sophomore Zach Johnson. The Middies continue
WSC play this week as they will reach the halfway point in the WSC season.

Volleyball — The Middies opened the 2009 season in Kubuski Gym last week as they hosted Brunswick, Bay, and
Firelands in a busy first week slate of matches. The Middies dropped tough matches to the Blue Devils and Rockets
in four games each, as both Brunswick and Bay look to compete for league titles in the NOC and WSC, respectively.
The Middies then righted the ship against Firelands after dropping the first game, the Middies then dominated the
next three games, winning the match

18-25, 25-7, 25-11, 25-14. Leading scorers for the Middies were Lindsay Schoen who was 30/31 with 16 kills.
Arrianna Cumberledge had 19 digs. Angela Bayus went 73/74 with 30 assists, and also went 23/24 serving with 5
aces. Kelsey Adkins led the Middies with 3 blocks.

Football — The Middies fell victim to the Alex Basinski show on Friday night, as the Amherst senior QB accounted
for all 5 Amherst Steele TD’s as they defeated the Middies 33-13 in the home opener for Midview. Basinski was
sensational as he ran for 2 TD’s and threw for three more for the Comets. Midview senior RB Josiah Holt provided
both scores for Midview as he caught a 55 yard scoring strike from Brett Whitesel and then returned a kickoff 94
yards to pull the Middies to within 26-13. The Middies then recovered an onside kick that looked to put them into
position to cut the lead to one TD, but the Comet defense strengthened and closed it out on Basinski’s third TD pass
of the game. The Middies, now 1-1, travel to Buckeye on Friday to close out the independent part of the 2009
schedule.

Boys’ Soccer — The Boys Soccer team dropped a 7-0 decision to WSC power Bay in Adelsberg Stadium last
Wednesday. The Middies battled the entire way in dropping their record to 1-2 on the season. The Boys will look
to even their record up this week in the WSC, as they host Firelands, and then travel to Elyria this week.

Girls Tennis — The Girls Tennis dropped matches to Bay and Vermilion this week, but senior #1 singles Ashley
Taylor was victorious in her match against Vermilion. The Girls’ continue WSC play this week.

Jash Ayers led the boys’
race with a time of 18:47, followed by freshman Conrad Doehne with a time of 19:45. The boys’ finished 18th of
19 teams. Next week the XC team is at the Tiffin Carnival.

Girls Soccer — The Girls” Soccer team dropped to 0-3-1 in the early season as they dropped a tough 4-3 decision at
Nordonia last Monday and then fell 7-0 to Bay in a game that was much closer than the score indicated. The
Middies had numerous scoring chances late against the Knights, but could not connect on the equalizer late in the
contest. The Middies played Bay tough on Wednesday, trailing late in the first half 1-0, but a late Bay goal in the
first half, and then two early goals in the second half salted the game away for the Rockets. The team travels to
Firelands this week to take on the Falcons in WSC play.
